Ecce homines

In her art work, Zdena Safka Rehakova (born in 1953) has focused on three areas — costume and fashion design,
tapestries, and painting. She has shown work from all three at home and internationally. She gradually stopped designing
costumes for the theatre and her own collections, and moved on from the continuously changing world of fashion to the
world of pure art. Her works are impressive, employing simply stylized compositions and a limited range of colours, which
together with an emphasized flatness lead to a concentrated perception, an intensification of the spiritual dimension and
experience. That is particularly evident in her tapestries and paintings from the beginning of the twenty-first century. Her
almost graphically treated ‘heads’ symbolize man and his inner and outer relations. The process of forming ideas, the search
for harmony, the interaction with one’s milieu are all strikingly captured in the Capita Picta series.

Most recently she has expanded the range of her work with another series, which has sacred subject matter. Angels
appear in her canvases that depict situations we record or experience everyday. She is not imposing any faith on us, nor does
she want to shock or lure us with obvious appeal or mystery. Without showy gestures, as if by the way, she reminds us that in
our lives and in what we do we are never alone. We always matter to someone; there is always someone who has a message
for us. She continues in the same spirit in her figure paintings, in which she bids us to notice the situations and people who
surround us. Their relations and stories are not the past. We encounter them and will continue to encounter them. That is also
why the exhibition is called ‘Ecce homines’.

Ejhle lidé

Zdena Safka Rehdkova (*1953) zaméfila svoji vytvarnou tvorbu na tii oblasti — odév, gobelin a malbu. Ve viech se
prezentovala na ¢eské i mezinarodni scéné. Navrhovani divadelnich kostymi a odévnich kolekei postupné opustila a piesla
z neustale se méniciho svéta mody k ryze vytvarnym technikam. Jeji tvorba je sugestivni, uplatiiuje v ni zjednodusenou
stylizovanou kompozici a omezenou barevnou $kalu, které spoleéné se zvyraznénou plosnosti vedou ke koncentrovanému
vnimani, k umocnéni spiritudlniho rozméru a prozitku. To je patrné zejména na jejich gobelinech a na malifské tvorbé
z pocatku XXI. stoleti. Jeji, téméf graficky zpracovavané ,hlavy“ symbolizuji cloveéka s jeho vnitfnimi a vnéjSimi vztahy.
Proces vytvareni myslenek, hledani harmonie, obousmérna interakce s okolim, to vSe je vyrazn¢ zachyceno v cyklu Capita
Picta.

V posledni dobé rozsitila $kalu své tvorby o dalsi cyklus dél se sakralni tématikou. Jeji and€lé jsou pfitomni na platnech
zobrazujicich situace, které kazdodenné zaznamenavame nebo prozivame. Nevnucuje nam zadnou viru, nechce nas Sokovat
ani lakat na libivost nebo tajemno. Jen tak jakoby mimochodem a bez okazalych gest nam pfipomind, Ze v naSem zivote,
v tom, co délame, nikdy nejsme sami. Vzdy na nas né¢komu zalezi, vzdy je nékdo, kdo pro nas ma zpravu. Ve stejném duchu
pak pokracuje figuralnimi obrazy, v nichz nas vybizi, abychom si v8§imali situaci a lidi, ktefi nas obklopuji. Jejich vztahy a
piibéhy nejsou minulosti, setkavame se s nimi a budeme se s nimi setkavat. Proto ma také vystava ptiznaény nazev ,,Ejhle
lidé«.
